On the first day of term one (29 January 2018) or 
the first day of term two (18 April 2018), a parent 
or legal guardian of a student must: 
¶ be an eligible beneficiary of one of these 
cards:Veterans Affairs Gold CardCentrelink 
Health Care CardPensioner Concession Card 

¶ hw they must be a temporary foster parent 
¶ hw the student is 16 years or older and holds a 
valid concession card (such as a Youth 
Allowance Health Care Card) 

¶ !b5 the parent or legal guardian must 
submit an application by the due date. 

 
Parents who receive a carer allowance on behalf 
of a child, or any other benefit or allowance not 
income tested by Centrelink, are not eligible for 
the CSEF unless they also comply with the above. 
 

Eligibility will be determined when the parentΩs 
concession card successfully validates with 
Centrelink on either the first day of term one or 
term two. 
 

School is compulsory for all Victorian children 
aged between six and 17 years of age.  CSEF is not 
payable to students attending pre-school, 
kindergarten, TAFE or who are home schooled. 
 

Payments are: 
$125 per year for eligible primary school students
